As No. 203 is a loop line running in both directions, please be sure to
take a bus going to the East (bound for Ginkakuji ($RF55) )
3) Get off the bus at the 7th bus stop, Okazaki Jinja-Mae ([ IFfh£EAT) .
4) The hotel is located across the street from the bus stop, next to a Shrine.
